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This panel examines three twentieth-century American attempts to reform laws, policies, and cultural practices relating to employment and family structure, one in the 1920s, and two in the 1960s and 1970s.  We aim first, to recover expansive proposals for altering, or even transforming, the relationships between family and work, women and men, parents and children, employers and employees, governments and citizens; and second, to trace the ways in which conservative reaction reshaped debates over reform, circumscribing possibilities for legal and political change.
