Melissa Walker
Statement
I am honored to accept the nomination for the office of Second Vice President.  SAWH has made an enormous difference in my professional life. I first heard of the organization from Sally Deutsch, my graduate advisor.  Sally attended the SAWH conference at Rice University, and she came back full of praise for “the most supportive and welcoming professional conference I have ever attended.”  She urged me to join the organization, and I did, but I did not attend my first SAWH conference until the end of my first year of teaching.  That year, I gave a paper at the Charleston conference and found the organization to be every bit as welcoming and supportive as Sally had said.  From 2000 to 2005, I had the privilege of serving the organization as executive secretary.  Because I am at a small college and I’m the only woman in my department, it would be all too easy to become professionally isolated, but SAWH has saved me from that fate.  At conferences and annual meetings, I have found many supportive colleagues and friends who generously share their knowledge, stoke my enthusiasm for the study of history, and open doors for me in the profession.  As an officer in the organization, I aspire to continue in a tradition of excellent and inclusive leadership.

Biography

I grew up on a dairy farm in Tennessee, in a family that was acutely aware of both national and personal histories.  I carried my interest of how the past shapes the present to college where I earned a B.A., summa cum laude, from Maryville College in Tennessee.  After several years as a college administrator, I missed the intellectual challenge of delving into a discipline and the vitality of the classroom setting, so I returned to graduate school.  I earned an M.A. in history from Providence College and a Ph.D. from Clark University in Worcester, Massachusetts.  My dissertation focused on the experiences of upcountry Southern farm women as they faced the transformations between the two World Wars.  A revision of that work, entitled All We Knew Was to Farm: Rural Women in the Upcountry South, 1919-1941, was published by John Hopkins University Press in 2000. The SAWH awarded the book the Willie Lee Rose Prize for the best book in Southern history authored by a woman.   Most recently, I co-edited a collection of essays with SAWH member Rebecca Sharpless.  That book, Work, Family, and Faith:  Rural Women in the Twentieth Century South, was published by University of Missouri Press this year.  My monograph, Southern Farmers and Their Stories:  Memory and Meaning in Oral History, will be published by University Press of Kentucky in fall 2006.

I am currently Associate Professor of history at Converse College where I have received the O’Herron Award for Faculty Excellence in 2002 and the Kathryne Amelia Brown Award for outstanding teaching.

Business History Conference Annual Meeting

Cleveland, Ohio

June 1-2, 2007 

The 2007 annual meeting of the Business History Conference (BHC) will take place Friday and Saturday June 1-2 in Cleveland, Ohio, at the Weatherhead School of Management of Case Western Reserve University.
The theme for the conference is Entrepreneurial Communities, defined broadly in scope and scale. The entrepreneur is often thought of as a lone innovator, but how often does an entrepreneur really act alone?

How and when does entrepreneurial activity rely on the input of other inventors, venture capitalists, lawyers, accountants, marketing specialists, government actors, laborers, and others?  We are interested in papers that explore the roles of these actors and the broader social

context in which entrepreneurial activity takes place.  These include, but are not limited to, geographic (local, regional, national, or international), political, economic, social, and cultural (including the roles of race, class, ethnicity, religion, and gender) aspects of entrepreneurial communities.  We are interested in papers that consider how firms and other groups (within, between, or outside particular firms), and society as a whole have organized themselves to foster or inhibit entrepreneurial activity.  Finally, in keeping with longstanding

BHC policy, the committee will also entertain submissions not directly related to the conference theme.

Potential presenters may submit proposals either for individual papers or for entire panels.  Individual paper proposals should include a one-page abstract and a one-page curriculum vitae (cv).  The abstract should summarize the argument of the paper, the sources on which it is based, and its relationship to existing scholarship.  Each panel proposal should include a cover letter stating the rationale for the session, a one-page abstract and author's cv for each proposed paper (up

to three), and a list of preferred chairs and commentators with contact information.
