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How the SAWH Helps
I first learned of SAWH as a graduate student when an office mate said, “Here is a professional organization you can join for only $5!”  I joined.  I was taking a course in the Old South at the time and was focusing on antebellum women, so the match was a good one.  I soon learned that this organization was well worth the money.


I attended my first Southern Historical Association meeting that year and met lots of other grad students in SAWH, bought some books at the book sale, and attended the Presidential speech and reception. Even though I am too shy to walk up to somebody and introduce myself, I found out that I could introduce someone else, so I spent that evening with a fellow graduate student. “Hello, Dr. Famous, I’d like you to meet my friend Up N. Coming who is studying in your field.” We would get started talking and soon we had made a valuable connection, and found out that Dr. Famous really did want to help young scholars. I was starting to network.


Another networking opportunity came with an actual network – H-Net. When I heard the calls for editors for a new listserv for SAWH, I volunteered.  I have been one of the daily editors for H-SAWH since its beginning.  Again, the rewards far outweighed the cost in time and effort.  As a graduate student, I was emailing to the Big Names in the field, hearing about other people’s research, learning of archival materials, and participating in scholarly debates.  I also got the Job 

Guide, read book reviews, and maybe most important, received the academic announcements.


Through H-SAWH, I learned of conferences, workshops, calls for papers, calls for articles, calls for panelists, scholarships, grants, and more. Through H-SAWH, I put together panels for conferences, attended conferences as an H-Net representative, and did a lot more networking. My work on H-SAWH was a big factor in landing my first tenure-track position.

For young scholars (including grad students) SAWH and H-SAWH are just waiting for you to take advantage. Serving on a committee looks terrific on your vita and allows you to meet some of the Big Names.  Volunteer!  Just posting a query on H-SAWH means that all members will see your name, and that can be a factor when you are job-hunting.  Look at the rest of this newsletter to see what other people are doing, and be sure to send in your announcements, too.  Use SAWH to see what senior scholars are doing and don’t be afraid to ask for their help. If they are too busy, they will say so politely, but most are happy to lend a hand.  One of the main reasons this organization was founded was to create a network of mentors outside of the Good Ol’ Boys system. SAWH is here for you: Use it!

Sixth SAWH Conference Volume, Women Shaping the South will be available soon!

One of the many valuable contributions made by the SAWH is the publication of research presented at the triennial conferences in volumes published by the University of Missouri Press as part of the Southern Women Series. The tradition began after the first conference held in 1988 and has served as an opportunity to highlight the cutting edge of research in southern and women’s history. Some of the best research in the field by graduate students, junior and senior scholars has been presented in these volumes.  The next volume, a collection of essays based upon research presented at the Sixth Southern Conference on Women’s History, in Athens, Georgia, will be released this month. Women Shaping the South reflects the state of the field of women’s history in that the collection of essays offers more nuanced analyses of southern women’s lives and explores the very basis of southern history and the role women played in shaping it. 

Our contributors hail from diverse backgrounds, and their work represents a broad range of subjects.  Philip Hamilton finds that Virginia women did not create the changes that they confronted after the American Revolution, but their reactions to the social, economic, and political transformations contributed to the contours of the new society that emerged. Jean B. Lee describes how Jane C. Washington, who inherited George Washington’s Mount Vernon, worked to preserve it and make it available to the people of a new nation in search of tangible expressions of national pride. Yvonne Pitts offers a unique look at the ways that some women, both slave and free, confronted the proliferating legal strictures of slavery. Jacqueline Campbell concentrates on how women confronted Sherman’s march through North Carolina.  Sarah L. Silkey contributes a new chapter in Ida B. Wells’s story as she re-examines her British campaigns against lynching and the impact they had on the South. Clayton McClure Brooks examines how white and black women cooperated to improve services in Virginia between 1910 and 1920, while Sarah Mercer Judson concentrates on the increased public activity of women of both races in Atlanta during World War I. In both cities, women confronted yet upheld the system of segregation while working toward their progressive ideals. Women of both races in St. Louis, however, worked together in an integrated League of Women Voters while dealing with the reality of segregation as demonstrated by the essay of Priscilla Dowden-White. Claire Nee Nelson finds that segregation might have driven some African American women out of the South, but that experiences in Arkansas and Virginia formed the roots of Harlem Renaissance’s Louise Thompson Patterson’s radicalism. Alisa Y. Harrison examines how women and girls created an activist female culture that could sustain them and the Civil Rights movement in 1960s southwest Georgia.

President's Message:
It’s wonderful to come into office in the midst of such an exciting time for the SAWH.  Past President Michele Gillespie (Wake Forest) deserves our gratitude for a splendid year, both administratively and creatively.  She oversaw our institutional move to Clemson and into Megan Shockley’s (Clemson) capable hands, the planning for our upcoming conference, and an initiative to start a mid-career fellowship, among many other duties.  I’m particularly grateful for her patience with her first vice president (me!).  In addition, she guided all committee work and invited Jacqueline Jones (Brandeis) to give the Presidential Address that was such a hit at the Southern Historical Association meeting.  
Our two biggest news items concern the triennial SAWH conference, past and present.  First, the sixth conference volume, Women Shaping the South:  Creating and Confronting Change, edited by Angela Boswell (Henderson State University) and Judith N. McArthur (University of Houston-Victoria), will be out very soon from the University of Missouri Press.  We owe a special thanks to Angela and Judith for producing it in record time.  See Angela’s story on Women Shaping the South elsewhere in this issue of the Newsletter.  Second, the seventh conference is coming up June 7-11 at the University of Maryland-Baltimore County.  Anne Rubin of UMBC has planned the conference beautifully.  The location offers the closeness of a college-town setting and the advantage of Baltimore cultural activities and nightlife close by.  Elna Green of Florida State headed the program committee, which included Susan Barber (College of Notre Dame), Georgina Hickey (Univ. of Michigan-Dearborn), Angela Hornsby (Univ. of Mississippi), Jennifer Morgan (Rutgers), Claire Strom (North Dakota State), and Kirsten Wood (Florida International).  Jean Stuntz (West Texas A&M), co-editor of H-SAWH, will coordinate a roommate matching service.  Details are in Anne’s story on the conference, elsewhere in the Newsletter.

We welcome Laura Edwards (Duke) as Second Vice President, Frances Pollard (Virginia Historical Society) and Danielle McGuire (Rutgers) to the Executive Council, with Danielle serving as a graduate student representative.  As immediate past president, Michele Gillespie heads the Nominating Committee.  Serving on the committee are Jane Dailey (Johns Hopkins), Stephanie Wright (University of West Georgia), Monica Tetzloff (Indiana University-South Bend), Neal Millikan (University of South Carolina), and Tom Appleton (Eastern Kentucky University).  Cindy Kierner (UNC-Charlotte), First Vice President, is planning the book sale and reception for the Southern Historical Association meeting next year.  We were disappointed to learn that New Orleans would not be ready for the SHA, but look forward to seeing you in Birmingham in 2006 and in New Orleans in 2007.

I called for volunteers on H-SAWH in December, and I’m thrilled to have heard from some of you.  This call is repeated in the Newsletter, along with a notice asking for editors of the seventh conference volume.  I’m working from the list of volunteers on which some of you signed up at the Member’s Meeting at the SHA in Atlanta and have contacted some of you to serve.  We are building a larger membership committee this year, divided geographically, and Shelia Phipps (Appalachian State University) has agreed to chair it.  We especially want to reach out to graduate students, community college professors, and those in public history.  Cita Cook (University of West Georgia) has agreed to chair our graduate committee, which includes Margaret Nunnally (Rice), Danielle McGuire (Rutgers), and Elizabeth Gritter (UNC-Chapel Hill).  If you want to work with the organization a little or a lot, please email me at glenda.gilmore@yale.edu, tell me a little about yourself and what you would like to do.  If we can’t immediately put you to work, we will save your information for the near future.

Antoinette Van Zelm at the Center for Historic Preservation at Middle Tennessee State University has agreed to chair an ad hoc committee on mentoring in the coming year.  Last fall, we began a discussion on H-SAWH about mentoring and we continued it during at the SHA in the Executive Council meeting and at the members’ meeting.  The 2004-2005 Graduate Committee, chaired by Carol Bucy (Volunteer State Community College) with Stephanie Wright (University of West Georgia) and Kimberly Nichols, recommended that the SAWH initiate some sort of web based mentoring, using our website and H-SAWH to publish a constantly updated handbook for grad students.  In addition, assistant professors have mentioned the need for mentoring on professional issues, and many at mid-career are seeking advice on how to move forward to the next research project.  Antoinette will explore ways to use the web to build a responsive handbook for our members.  Clearly, she won’t be able to complete this task in the short term, but we do hope for a structure and a beginning this year.

The Executive Council also voted to explore funding a mid-career research fellowship.  With a substantial cohort of our members trying to summon the resources and energy necessary for the project-beyond-the-dissertation, we hope to help them on their way.  Nancy Hewitt (Rutgers) has agreed to chair a workshop on mid-career issues at the seventh conference.  

Your organization awards three publication prizes, and the deadline for all three is April 1.  We welcome self-nominations or the nomination of a friend or student, since we want to have a robust field.  This year, the A. Elizabeth Taylor Prize for the best journal article or essay on southern women’s history went to Danielle L. McGuire (PhD candidate, Rutgers) for “’It Was Like All of Us Had Been Raped’:  Sexual Violence, Community Mobilization, and the African American Freedom Struggle,” Journal of American History

Candidates at the associate or full professor levels are preferred, tenure-track assistant professor candidates will also be considered. Ph.D. is required at the time of appointment. Strong academic credentials including excellence in feminist scholarship and teaching in women’s studies are expected. Position involves teaching two courses per semester in women’s studies, which is a minor at USC Upstate, coordinate, develop and maintain the women’s studies curriculum, coordinate participation of affiliate faculty and provide support for faculty and students engaged in scholarly and/or program activities related to women. Additional responsibilities involve community relations, administering the Center, developing and managing its budget, and leading its growth with staff support and potentially by next year, a programs coordinator/outreach person. 


Review of applications begins January 31, 2006, and continues until position is filled. Position is subject to funding. Letter of application, vita, undergraduate and graduate transcripts, and three letters of recommendation are required.
